Coach for College Program

About Coach for College
Coach for College is a service learning program that brings together student-athletes from US colleges and universities and Vietnamese university students to teach academics, sports, and life skills at summer camps to children in rural Vietnam.  Three Mount Holyoke student-athletes will participate in the Coach for College program in Summer 2020.  Participation in the program will cover an on-campus orientation program, including language training, and a period of six weeks in Vietnam.

Application Requirements
1. Applicants must submit a completed MHC application no later than 10 a.m. on Tuesday, January 7, including responses to all essay questions.  Individuals selected for the program will need to complete the full Coach for College online application.
2. Applicants must submit an MHC transcript.  Copies can be sent electronically to Ashley Chumbley, chumb27a@mtholyoke.edu, or hardcopies can be dropped off to Ashley at the Physical Education/Athletics main office in 106 Kendall Hall.
3. Applicants must be current MHC students.  Individuals anticipating graduation in May 2020 are not eligible.
4. Applicants must possess a valid passport.
5. Students will be expected to use their Lynk funding to supplement the full cost of this experience.  All expenses, including travel, travel visa, lodging, meals, and uniform will be provided as a part of this program.  Participants will be expected to cover incidental expenses such as souvenirs or additional recreational travel not included as a part of the program.
6. Participants are expected to participate in a number of MHC campus activities including a pre-travel orientation, non-credit Vietnamese language training, a campus lunch with the donors, and a two credit independent study to reflect on their experience following the summer program. Participants must submit a report on their experience to the donors and attend a campus luncheon with the donors upon their return from Vietnam.

Selection Criteria
1. Preference will be given to applicants who have completed or are currently enrolled in PE 275-Intro to Sport Pedagogy or CUSP 241-Engaging for Social Impact.
2. Preference will be given to individuals with a sport competency and interest in teaching.
3. The selection committee is looking for mature, reflective individuals whose essay responses communicate how participation in this program will contribute to their current academic objectives and/or advance their future goals.  The committee is interested in individuals who are able to articulate their own learning goals and anticipated contributions to the Vietnamese community.
