The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m eastern time by the chair, Mx. Julia Criscione. The members noted above were present. 
Welcome and Announcements (Julia)
Mx. Julia Criscione called the SAAC to order at 7:01 pm. 

Approval of the February 12, 2017 Minutes [Supplement No. 1 – hardcopies will not be available at the meeting] (Colby) 
It was VOTED that the minutes of the February 12, 2017 meeting be approved. 

Team Updates (Ish)
Lacrosse lost their first game, but everyone played really well. Their first home game is this Saturday against Bridgewater at 12 noon. 
Soccer has the bridge team from Japan coming this week. Everyone is welcome to hang out and play with them.
Swim finished up their season at NEWMACs. Everyone did really well. First year diver finished her season well at regionals. 

SuperFan Nominations and Template (Ish) 
Ms. Ishita Tibrewal showed the NEWMAC SuperFan nomination form with the SAAC. 
It needs to be completed by the 15th of every month for review and submission to the NEWMAC. 
Ms. Summer Hutcheson explained that SuperFan nominations may only be made by NEWMAC supported teams.  

Peck Update (Tess) 
Ms. Tess Alhers spoke to Peck’s success. She thanked rowing and all other athletes for attending Peck. The kids are currently really enjoying working with college students. 

SGA Update & Divestment Vote (Leila and Nicole)
SGA is voting this Tuesday on MHC Divest and Climate Justice Coalition. The trustees will be voting and the student body will vote on if we would like to divest. 
The official statements were just voted on this past week. The Divest team placed a five year time limit on divestment. 
Ms. Summer Hutcheson explained the actualities of the divestment. The college would pull our investments from the funds that propel environmentally unfriendly businesses and practices. 
There will be an increase in a tuition fees next year. Mount Holyoke College still has the lowest tuition rate among the five colleges. 
There will be more Level 1 jobs available at SuperBlanch next year. 
A Trans and GNC Club formed and is available on campus. 
SAAC Divestment Vote resulted in 16 in favor, 8 opposed, and one abstention.  

Champion’s Choice Links (Derrick)
Mr. Derrick Redd explained that the links to all Champion’s Choice stores will be available online. 
The calendar available online shows when each team’s Champion’s Choice store opens and closes along with a link to the store. 

Parking Lot Banner Discussion (Derrick)
Mr. Derrick Redd and Ms. Amie Canfield designed banners for the Kendall Parking Lot. 
The goal is to get new banners every four or five years to update Mount Holyoke’s image. 
Representatives suggested putting a Carolina blue border around the “Lyons” text on the back of the banner. 
Representatives suggested writing “Mount Holyoke Athletics” instead of simply “Mount Holyoke.” 

Senior Cords/Stoles (Meg)
Ms. Katie Tyler explained that graduates can wear cords or stoles at graduation if part of a specific organization or group. Ms. Katie Tyler and Ms. Meghan Ryan spoke about receiving cords for graduating athletes. 
The same requirements for receiving a student-athlete blanket would apply to athletes wanting a stole. Student-Athletes must complete three seasons in the same varsity level sport including their traditional senior season. Transfer seniors who use all their remaining eligibility years at Mount Holyoke would be eligible. Team Managers could appeal to SAAC for a vote. An athlete who played a total of four seasons at the varsity level, regardless of the sport, could be eligible for a cord. 
The cords were chosen so they would not block the Student of Color stoles. 
Permission was granted for seniors to wear cords or stoles at graduation, but the funding has not been obtained yet. 
Ms. Meghan Ryan and Ms. Katie Tyler explained the rationale behind receiving stoles for graduating student-athletes. 
Funding would come through SGA Ways & Means. SAAC would propose senior cords by label of “appreciation gifts” so all senior athletes could receive one. 
Appreciation gifts would have to be presented. The event can be easy and low key. 

Trans and Gender Nonconforming Inclusion Document (Summer)
This agenda item will be discussed next meeting. 

DIII Week Updates (E-Board) 
Ways and Means reviewing the t-shirt application tonight. 
SAAC agreed that indoors would provide a better option. 
The gym and field house could be an easier location for games and activities, but food would be more difficult to facilitate. Athletes could be very hungry and not want to return to Kendall after dinner. 
Hot Oven Cookies in Holyoke could be more willing to work with us. 
Vegetables and Fruit would be a more inclusive option than desserts.
