3. Adidas Contract Questions (Lori Hendricks)
 
· Items need to be from the Adidas catalog for the correct year and season and from the team Adidas site and not the generic Adidas site. 
· “Custom colors” selection needs to be preordered before Thanksgiving to have for the following year and are much more expensive. 
· Embroidery and Screen Printing: Needs to be done by Champions Choice.
· Discount: 35% off retail cost and embroidery/screening/shipping is a separate charge that you ask the account manager for.
· Rowing is excluded from the deal for spandex uniforms because they do not currently have a rowing line. Coach Putnam will get to choose the vender.
·  Each team gets one store per year to improve efficiency.
· Five or more of each item needs to be purchased in order for all items in the order to go through.
· As fall and winter sports were out of cycle, they have not had the chance to order gear. 
· Fall and winter teams will have meetings in March to get samples and decide on ordering for the next year. 
· Spring teams meet in October for deciding their items. 
· The account manager decides when launching the store makes sense etc. Then they get sample sizes for the team to try. Then it is decided when to open the store and it is open for around two weeks. 3-5 weeks from the closing date of the store is when team orders will come in.
· Club sports will have individual stores and will operate the same as the varsity stores. They are excluded from the Adidas contract so they do not have to buy Adidas uniforms but they can if they want to use the discount.
