The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. eastern standard time by the chair, Haley Creed.  All members were present as noted above.  The following members had excused absences: Felicitas Gerlach (Golf), Heather Richardson (Tennis).  Anna Sillers (Training Room) absence was unexcused.

1. Welcome and introduction of members.  

Ms. Creed (Field Hockey) welcomed members and had everyone go around the room and introduce herself.  Ms. Lori Hendricks (Athletics Administrator) reviewed the material in SAAC members’ binders.   

2. Introduction to the SAAC.  

Ms. Lori Hendricks briefed the SAAC on why the NCAA started the SAAC and gave a brief history of the Mount Holyoke College (MHC) SAAC.  Ms. Creed continued to explain what the MHC SAAC “is all about.”  She went through the SAAC mission statement and explained how the MHC SAAC fulfills each element of the statement.  

3. Expectations.

Ms. Chancy (basketball) reviewed the expectations for every SAAC positions.  She explained the positions of team representatives, subcommittee members, officers, and administrative liaison. h. Be present through the entire meeting

i. Be aware of the conversation-call the question.

j. Use the ‘Parking Lot.’
k. Stick to the agenda.

4. Priorities.

Ms. Carol (Crew) presented the priorities and goals for the MHC SAAC and the executive board’s goals for 2010.  Ms. Kranzler presented the priorities and goals for each subcommittee: Admissions and Recruiting, Community Service, Diversity and Inclusion, Health and Safety, Marketing and Promotions, NCAA Legislation.  Ms. Still (Crew), chair of Community Service, went through a power point that explained the SAAC’s service project at the Peck Elementary School in Hadley, MA.

· ADAP/speakers, feedback about meetings.

· Hazing. 

· Signs about safety in the gym. 

e. NCAA Legislation-Nia Hinkson (Volleyball):

a. Make legislation more accessible. 

b. Realizing power of our voice.

f. Marketing and Promotions
