1. Announcements. 
Ms. Orr (Soccer) reminded the committee to email her and copy Ms. Hendricks and Ms. Henry (Field Hockey) with any future SAAC meeting conflicts. 
2. Student-Org hazing form.

The SAAC signed the Student-Org hazing form.

3. ‘Game of the Week’ reports.

Ms. Chancy (Basketball) reported that the Field Hockey “Chicks with Sticks” GOW hosted by Basketball was successful. Ms. Kolodziejczak (Squash) reported that the posters and raffle the Squash team designed for Soccer’s GOW were well received.

4. ‘Focus on Athletics’ report.

Ms. Hendricks thanked the ‘Admissions and Recruiting’ Subcommittee for all their work planning ‘FOA’ events.
