[Note: These minutes contain only actions taken (format votes or stated “sense of the meeting”). While certain items on the committee's agenda were acted on at various times throughout the meeting, all final actions within a given topic are combined in these minutes for convenience of reference.] 

The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. eastern standard time by the chair, Mimi Henry. All members were present as noted above. The following members had excused absences: Christine Chancy (Basketball) and Kara Neidhardt (Volleyball). The following members had unexcused absences: Erin Cain (Basketball) and Kasia Kolodziejczak (Squash). Kim Johnson (Soccer) arrived ten minutes late.
1. Announcements.
Ms. Henry (Field Hockey) thanked Ms. Laurie Priest (Athletics Director) for her support and for attending the meeting.
2. NCAA Legislation.

The SAAC reviewed the results of the proposed NCAA Legislation online survey, and voted to support, oppose, or abstain the proposed legislations. The procedure for each proposal went as follows: The NCAA Legislation subcommittee reviewed the results of the online survey; Ms. Henry asked for a motion from the floor to a position to be voted upon; a second motion followed; the committee discussed the proposed motion and Ms. Priest shared he input; Ms. Henry conducted a vote on the motion and committee members voted to support, oppose or abstain; Ms. Henry announced the results of the vote and the SAAC Secretary, Ms. Orr (Soccer), recorded them. 
The Mount Holyoke College SAAC’s voting results:

· Proposal 2-1: Deregulation and reformatting of tryouts.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-2: Recruiting and playing and practice seasons – Tryout exception – Recreational activity – Exception for facility monitoring as part of normal employment arrangements.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-3: Eligibility – Criteria for determining season of eligibility – Minimum amount of participation – Competition during the nontraditional segment – Baseball, field hockey, lacrosse, soccer, softball and women’s volleyball – Alumni contest.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-4: Eligibility – Seasons of participation – Hardship waiver – Percent calculation.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-5: Eligibility – Transfer regulations – Residence requirement – Disciplinary suspension – Exception.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-6: Playing and practice seasons – Length of playing seasons – End of the fall and spring nontraditional segments.

· MHC SAAC position: Oppose: 1 abstain.

· Proposal 2-7: Playing and practice seasons – First contest or date of competition – Exempted alumni contest.
· MHC SAAC position: Support.

· Proposal 2-8: Playing and practice season – Football – Walk-through sessions during the five-day acclimatization period.

· MHC SAAC position: Support: 4 oppose, 1 abstain.
· Proposal 2-9: Division membership – Division III philosophy statement – Affirmation of presidential leadership at institutional, conference and national governance levels of Division III.

· MHC SAAC position: Support.

3. Presentation of proposed 2010-2011 SAAC budget.
Ms. Simpson (Squash) presented the proposed 2010-2011 SAAC budget. Ms. Priest cited the “Game of the Week” and Scholar Athlete Reception as successful initiatives she is happy to see continue. She expressed excitement at the prospect of SAAC becoming a student organization. Ms. Priest, also, encouraged the SAAC to “think big” because she is happy to continue to support SAAC initiatives. She predicted that she will know which budget proposals she can approve by late spring.
4. Other business.

Ms. Hendricks collected remaining nominations for SAAC E-Board. Ms. Henry reminded team representatives to have their coaches and teams select new SAAC representatives and forward the names to Ms. Hendricks no later than December 2. Ms. Hendricks reminded the committee that the NCAA Field Hockey Championship will be November 20-22. Committee members should pass volunteer information on to their teams and get involved. Ms. Henry thanked Ms. Priest for attending on behalf of the SAAC. Ms. Laurian Lue Yen, chair of ‘Hotel and Hospitality’ for the NCAA Field Hockey Championship, asked each SAAC member to write three cards for the student-athletes competing in the Field Hockey Championship. The cards should be completed and given to Ms. Hendricks by Monday, November 16, 2009.
