Announce new Secretary position (Summer)  
Ms. Ratzlaff is the new secretary of SAAC. 

Counseling Services Update (Devon Kelting) 
Ms. Kelting is athletics’ liaison to counseling services. 
All of the counselors at Counseling Service are willing to talk to all student-athletes about anything. If a student-athlete needs a consultation related to supporting other student-athletes or their team, it will not count as a therapy session.
Counseling Services offers individual sessions and drop-in/walk-in options that are not during practice times. 
Ms. Kelting asked for feedback from the group, which included the following:
A program specifically for incoming student-athletes to help them balance to college and athletics would be helpful to adjust. This presentation could be done during orientation or during a preseason. 
A session for student-athletes as they complete their first year of athletics that could include open dialogue to reflect on their time as an athlete. 
A session specially about transitioning a student-athlete in or out of season. 
Counseling Services can also facilitate inner-team conflicts to help resolve the conflict objectively. 
Counseling Services is working with Summer and the Head Athletic Trainer to discuss ways to train coaches and other support networks. 

NCAA Legislation Update (Summer) 
Ms. Hutcheson explained the legislation voting process. She updated the SAAC on the results from the National SAAC Legislation Meeting. 
Ms. Hendricks represented Mount Holyoke and voted the same way that the student-athletes voted. 
Every piece of legislation passed except the football legislation. Ms. Hutcheson send a supplement regarding the results of the legislation for more detail. 
Although the NCAA passed these pieces of legislation, the Athletics Department will only implement changes that are in the best interest of the student-athletes. 

New Academic Schedule Update [Supplement No. 2 – electronic copy only]

The idea behind the change was to avoid overscheduling of fourth hour classes, provide a lunch break, and increase attendance in morning classes.
