The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m eastern time by the chair, Mx. Julia Criscione. The members noted above were present. 
Welcome and Announcements (Julia)
Mx. Criscione commenced the meeting with announcements. 

Approval of the September 24, 2017 Minutes [Supplement No. 1 – hardcopies will not be available at the meeting] (Colby) 
The minutes were voted on and approved. 

Team and SuperFan Updates 
Volleyball won their first conference game in three years. 
Ms. Kouakou updated on the Peck School program. It will be Tuesdays 4:30-5:30pm. All students who are interested may need to be CORI checked. 

Harvard Swimmer, Schuyler Bailar Talk (Emet Marwell) 
Schuyler is the first openly trans DI Athlete in the NCAA. He is a motivational and inspirational speaker. He speaks about his journey as a trans-athlete and his experiences within the athletic community. He speaks to his struggles in athletics as well as outside of athletics. MHC would benefit from hearing Schuyler’s story. 
Mr. Marwell spoke to how the DEI committee could cover about $1,000 of the expenses and encouraged SAAC to help sponsor bringing Schuyler to MHC. SAAC could partner with other organizations to help fund the event. 

Senior Cord Discussion 
Possible locations for the cord event are a Kendall studio, the turf, a classroom space, or the New York Room. Shattuck Lounge or Gamble Auditorium are other options. 
The event has to occur before May. SAAC can ask Ms. Amie Canfield if she can stream the event for families. 
Ways and Means requires Orgs to provide food or drink at the event when providing gifts; depending on the location, SAAC will decide on food or beverage options. 
Studio Theater is an option that opens the event up to entire teams with a reception out in Streeter but is problematic due to the no-shoe policy.
The New York Room could make the event feel special, but entire teams would not be able to attend in that space. 
The Amphitheater or outside of Kendall could be great outdoor spaces depending on weather and availability. 
SAAC decided on three of the best locations: Gamble Auditorium, the Amphitheater, or outside Kendall. 
SAAC wants the event to be as close to May as possible (in compliance with the funding rules). 
SAAC will reconvene with options next meeting. 

Bylaw Vote [Supplement No. 2]
Ms. Newsham facilitated a bylaw discussion. 
All SAAC members approved the bylaw changes unanimously.

Restructuring of Subcommittees 
Mx. Criscione discussed changing the subcommittees to be more productive. Events, Marketing and Promotions, Enhancements & Improvements, External Communications, Community Service, Diversity & Inclusion, Legislation & Education are all possible options. 
Diversity and inclusion should be a focus for all of SAAC and all the subcommittees not a separate subcommittee. Diversity and inclusion events and initiatives should be part of what the Events and Enhancements and Improvements subcommittees do. 
Enhancements and Improvements subcommittee is a good idea because it keeps issues in the forefront. 
SAAC should structure the subcommittees around specific tasks. Student-athletes could choose a subcommittee based on where the most of their time will be spent. 
There do not need to be as many subcommittees as we have. SAAC could combine Legislation & Education and Events. 
External Communications could focus on recruits and how to improve connections with alums. What kinds of connections are we trying to build with alums? SAAC could design and send out newsletters about our current programs.  

Update on Ad Hoc Committees
E-Board spoke about the survey and fall event location options. The current options are Chapin on November 18th, Willits on February 3rd (although the cap is 200 people), or finding another event. 
SAAC members were wondering if Willits’ capacity really is 200 people. The Senior Last 100 Days ceremony invites an entire class, so how does this work? Can all of our student-athletes come? 
SAAC decided to postpone the vote and complete the vote online in the next couple days. 

Review on Expectations & Goals for Mental Performance Consultants [Supplement No. 3]
Ms. Hutcheson explained the Mental Performance Consultants program through Springfield College. 
The MPCs are working with specific teams. Only about half the teams at MHC have access to the MPCs at the moment. 
These MPCs are not counselors, psychologists, or Mandated Reporters. 
Coaches can specify team or individual meetings with MPCs. 
Springfield is working to make the MPCs role into a formal internship that would require the MPCs to spend a specified number of hours working with teams. 

Vote on Schuyler Bailar Talk 
Ms. Groves called for a vote on the Schuyler Bailar talk. She spoke about how SAAC would have to spend possibly over half its budget on this talk. SAAC is reaching out to other organizations to split the funding talks. Is SAAC still willing to support this? 
SAAC voted to continue pursuing this idea.
