The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m eastern time by the chair, Mx. Julia Criscione. The members noted above were present. 
Welcome and Announcements (Julia)

Approval of the October 1, 2017 Minutes [Supplement No. 1 – hardcopies will not be available at the meeting] (Colby) 

Team and SuperFan Updates 
Equestrian had first regular season show at Williams. Equestrian won and two riders received high point honors. 
Rowing raced at the Snake Regatta. Rowing came in 6th out of 22. 
Field Hockey is now 9-4 on the regular season. 
Lacrosse won their alum game. 
Tennis had NEWITT this weekend. Tennis beat Amherst. 

SGA Update
Community Center will be opening in the spring. 
During midterms and finals there will be massage chairs in Blanch. 
There now will be rides available to and from airports. They will cost about $45 from 4-9pm. SGA would like 180 people to sign up so the cost of tickets drop. 

Review of NCAA Legislation (Michaela) 
SAAC reps must review with teams, survey must be shared with teams, and voting of all teams must occur before October 22nd. 
Ms. Butin and members shared a PowerPoint discussing the proposed NCAA rule changes for 2018. 
Ethical Conduct – Sports Wagering. Intent: To eliminate the legislated penalty for sports wagering activities. Rationale: When a sport wagering problem occurs, the ethical conduct committee can review the case and determine a suitable punishment all dependent on the case. 
Eligibility – Academic Misconduct. Intent: To define pre-enrollment and post-enrollment academic misconduct; dependent on institution. Basically to clarify when an institution needs to bring misconducts to own institution or to the NCAA. Rationale: Clarify when misconducts need to go to the NCAA or only the institution. All situationally dependent. It will hold institutions more accountable. 
Playing and Practice Seasons – Basketball’s First Permissible Contests. Intent: Basketball can hold first contest date on November 8th. This moves the first date earlier, so there is less compression of conference play in second semester. This does not impact number of contests. Rationale: It will add more consistency to the season. 
Playing and Practice Seasons – Hockey. Intent: To establish the first on ice practice date on the first Saturday in October. It will move the first practice earlier. Rationale: This will allow proper and safe preparation for the athletes for upcoming games. 
Playing and Practice Seasons – Annual Contest Exemptions. Intent: To permit stand-alone exemptions. Sports would not have to include the alum game in their two scrimmage exemptions. Rationale: The alum game is a “fun” event that does not effectively prepare a team for season. 
Division III Committees – Eligibility of Membership. Intent: TO allow each conference its own national SAAC representative, instead of sharing one with another conference. Rationale: It will allow each conference to have a greater voice. Unsure whether national budget or DIII budget will be impacted.
 Eligibility – Graduate and Post Baccalaureate eligibility. Intent: To permit a student-athlete with remaining eligibility that has graduated from an NCAA DIII school to participate in college athletics at another DIII institution. Rationale: To allow student-athletes to use their remaining eligibility to continue their athletic careers while they seek a graduate degree. 
Playing and Practice Seasons – Football. Intent: To establish preseason start date 25 days before the first permissible Saturday contest date, a day off every six days, one day off per week, on field activity must be no greater than four hours per day, and a practice must be no longer than three of those hours. No double sessions of contact. Rationale: Health and safety protocol that was released last year ended football’s ability to hold two a-day-practices in the previous way, which reduced the number of practices for football. 
Amateurism – Promotional Activities. Intent: Institutions no longer need a signature from an outside organization when they use student-athlete images on promotional items. Rationale: Paperwork becomes easier; however, it is the student-athlete’s responsibility to maintain their own eligibility. 

Fall Event Update (Julia) 
SGA has changed their policy on security for dances. It will now cost $2,000 for events in Chapin. SAAC will have to fundraise half of that. It is unfeasible for SAAC to fundraise this amount. We cannot apply for Ways and Means funding for that $1,000 because it pulls from the same fund from SGA.
Blanch is available on November 18th for a dance. We can cancel the event entirely. We can hold another event in Blanch this fall. 
It could be an off-campus event. 
SAAC voted to table the event until the spring. 

Hall of Fame Reception (Summer) 
Saturday, October 21st from 5:30-7pm, there will be a reception for the Hall of Fame inductees. All SAAC representatives are invited. 

Update on Ad Hoc Committee 
Ms. Rankin discussed the goals of the Laundry Loop and Locker Room ad-hoc committee. The committee has set up a document with their goals and questions for Bardee.
