Team and SuperFan Updates

Bylaw Review (E-Board)
E-Board facilitated discussion on SAAC’s bylaws and asked for any changes or updates.

Teams brought up having more of a voice in ordering food for away competitions. The form for ordering boxed lunches is not user friendly, so that is a potential change with the new dining director. 
SAAC can work with the Sustainability Group on campus to work on donating extra food. 
Ms. Hutcheson explained how meals after away games a budgetary issue. She also explained the vision involving the new dining director and boxed meals. 
SAAC representatives could have a larger role in recruiting. There could be an Admission Ambassador training with athletes to aid recruiting.
