The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. eastern time by the chair, Haley Creed.  All members were present as noted above. The following members had unexcused absences; Whitney Bailey (Track & Field), Lucy Garcia (Cross Country), and Amanda Levy (Golf).  

1. Welcome and introductions.  

Ms. Creed brought the SAAC to order and welcomed everyone to the meeting. 

2. Subcommittees’ presentation of priorities and budgets.
It was VOTED

“That the minutes of the October 17 meeting be approved as distributed.”

3. MHC SAAC bylaws presentation. 
Ms. Creed presented the proposed changes to be made to the MHC SAAC bylaws.  The SAAC received a hardcopy of the track changes to the bylaws at the October 17 meeting.

The SAAC brainstormed ideas and priorities that they may present to the review board.  This list will be narrowed at a future meeting.

d. The NCAA legislation survey will be sent to mail lists and saac-c on Sunday.  Survey will be live through midnight on Wednesday, November 3.
