The meeting was called to order at 11:08 a.m. eastern time by the chair, Christine Chancy.  All members were present as noted above.  The following members had unexcused absences: Tricia Chase (Basketball), Katrina Intal (Squash), Shara Robertson (Squash), and Emily Eshleman (Training Room).
1. Welcome and introductions. 
· Ms. Chancy brought the SAAC to order and welcomed representatives.
2. Approval of the Sunday, September 18, 2011 minutes.

3. Peck school orientation and community service update.
Ms. Roses gave the SAAC a brief background of the Peck School and mentioned the following information:
· The Peck School is a charter school in Holyoke, MA that serves a high percentage of the immigrant population of Holyoke.  

· Once a week, Mount Holyoke is given a 90 minute time slot as a part of the after school program.  

· The goal of the varsity teams that go to the Peck School is to expose the children to different sports and to the concept of “college”, especially for women.

· Each week on Tuesday, a van leaves at 4 o’clock and returns by 6 o’clock to the Blanchard Bus Stop.

Ms. Roses requested that representatives encourage their coaches to respond to emails about dates that work best for their teams and also asked for representatives to step up for the time slot on October 4.  The Track and Field and Equestrian teams both volunteered to help.
4. Review of SAAC bylaws.
Ms. Chancy read through the changes made to the SAAC Bylaws.  A few more changes were discovered that need to be made.  The revised Bylaws will be again reviewed at the next SAAC meeting on October 16 and voted on for approval then.
5. Approval of fan shirt.
Ms. Rojek showed to the SAAC the updated design for the fan shirt.  It was voted then that the new design be approved.  The SAAC executive board will arrange for funding support with the directors within the athletic department.
